How to Get Publicity for Your K-Kids Club Classroom Wish List
Garnering media coverage of your K-Kids Club Classroom Wish List program is easier than ever. Online news sites, traditional media, and even social media users are all eager to share good news about all that schools do to encourage children to read and grow. 
Tips for getting the word out to the community about your program:
· Traditional and online media (newspapers, radio, TV, magazines, news websites)
· Put together a media list – most newspapers, radio and television stations list newsroom contact information on their websites. TIP: Your school district’s communications team probably has a list of media partners they routinely work with and would be happy to share it with you.
· Complete the provided media template with details about your program and send it to your list of media contacts via email. Tip: Copy and paste the information into the body of the email – media are unlikely to open an attachment. Be sure to include the suggested subject line to encourage media to read your alert. Use plain text, and avoid fancy fonts, and graphics. 
· Newspapers generally prefer to receive information three to seven days in advance; radio and TV like to receive news and information a day or two in advance.
· Many local media outlets include community news listings of what’s going on in the area on their websites. You can submit information about your program by uploading it directly to their websites. 
·  Social Media (FaceBook, Twitter, Instagram, Snapchat)
· You can share information about your program on your school’s social media sites. 
· The most sharable, interesting social media posts include photos or video. Use the Classroom Wish List image supplied by Scholastic to make your post or tweets visually interesting. If you plan to use an image or video you did not take, just make sure to ask permission to share it first so you don’t infringe on copyright laws.
· Be sure to share the results of your program afterward and thank everyone for their support. Tip: You can share any media coverage you receive by linking to it. Shorten long links with free online tools such as Bitly (https://bitly.com/shorten/)
