Creating Social Media Posts

Here are tips to help you craft strong social media posts. Tag #KiwanisKids to let people in the Kiwanis Family know about your club’s activities.  

These Social Media Post Guidelines will help with writing an engaging post. 
1. Engage your audience (1 to 3 sentences): Start with something that hooks the reader and gets their attention.
2. Share your key message or reason for the post (1 to 3 sentences): Share the main announcement and explain what will be accomplished. 
3. Call to action (1 sentence): Ask the reader to do something. Let them know what to do to get involved.
4. Share a photo or video: If possible, include a photo or short video of the event. Remember that signed Photograph Release Consent Forms are needed for anyone pictured. For K-Kids Week posts, use branded K-Kids Week graphics.

Here’s an example of a post announcing K-Kids Week, following the guidelines (1 – 4) listed above.
What is K-Kids truly about? Service! The Bright Elementary K-Kids club is hosting K-Kids Week starting Monday. Get ready to learn about K-Kids! You’re invited to participate every day of the week.  Look for posters and signs throughout the building to learn about fun activities happening and schedule time to participate.
 Included an image in the post of an “Announcing K-Kids Week!” poster created by the club.

Here’s an example of a post sharing one day’s specific activity during K-Kids week, following guidelines (1-4) listed above.
K-Kids Week is here and today we’re showing our K-Kids pride! K-Kids members are wearing their official K-Kids gear. They’re also sharing everything they love most about K-Kids with their peers.  Follow our club’s journey this week as we educate everyone about the impact the club makes by giving back to the school/organization and community.
Included Monday’s K-Kids branded graphic and tag #KiwanisKids.
